Case Study 10:
Many people in the United States do not have living wills. It is important, even at a young age, to make sure that your wishes regarding medical treatment are well documented. It is also important to make decisions regarding any funeral service decisions.

1. Goto http://www.fakenamegenerator.com/ and create a fake profile for yourself.

2. Goto http://www.doyourproxy.org/ and click on the link to create a living will. Use the fake profile you created in step 1 to complete the personal information section. For the next section, use your preferences to create a living will. Please answer honestly and think about each question. Print out the living will that you created and attach it to your final document (5 points).
3. Download Part B (this is a funeral arrangment planner). Complete it with the fake profile information you created in step 1 and the rest as you would like your funeral to proceed at this time.  Print out Part 2 and Part 3 and attach it to your final document (5 points). See the following link on how to print the file as a document (this is only valid on UNI computers).
Now that you have completed the necessary documents, decide whether or not Nadine (from Case study 9) should do the same while she is still able. Your argument must include relevant facts about funeral services (costs, emotional impact on family etc) as well as any legal problems that her family may face. It is your job to present this material to her so that she can make an informed decision, knowing both the pros and cons of creating these documents, as well as your recommendation on whether or not she completes the process.
In order to successfully complete this case study, it will be necessary to summarize the research effectively – simply restating the points made in the articles will cause your response to be longer than necessary. This case study can be answered in a few well written paragraph. Starting with this case study, those answers which do not cite where necessary will receive a zero (see the class plagiarism policy/definition of plagiarism for guidelines). Points will also be deducted for the following:

1. Simply summarizing the relevant research. This is not critical thinking and does not complete the requirements for the assignment.

2. Including irrelevant information. This is extraneous – any information should be explicitly related to the questions being asked in the case study.

3. Not following the formatting guidelines for the class. These are clearly stated on the class website and are expected to be followed.

4. Not citing in or using correct APA style. APA is the only acceptable manner of citation for this course, as stated by the course guidelines.

5. Spelling/grammatical errors. There is no reason for spelling or grammatical errors in writing. 

Those papers that have more than four (4) spelling and/or grammatical errors will be given an automatic zero. It is expected that you take your time and read over the assignment before handing them in – handing in assignments that do not make grammatical sense or contain excessive spelling errors is not acceptable.
