Chapter 12

1. Identify and describe the three components of an adult personality as proposed by Sigmund Freud.  All three components must be correctly named and described.

2. Pick two of the Big Five personality characteristics and describe them.  Make sure you include the opposite end of the spectrum for each characteristic.

3. Pick two of Freud’s defense mechanisms and describe them.  Make sure you include characteristics of each  mechanism, and create a situation where the mechanism is correctly applied.
Chapter 13

1. Describe the anxiety disorder known as obsessive compulsive disorder.  Identify its components, and create a narrative of an individual with OCD, making sure to identify the parts associated with the disorder.
2. Depression is one of the most pervasive mental disorders.  Define what depression is (its symptoms) and give at least 3 treatments for depression that were mentioned about in class.

3. Schizophrenia is a disorder characterized by two types of symptoms.  Identify the two types, and also give at least 2 examples of each symptom.

1. Describe the Milgram experiment.  Include at least two of the rates that were given in class.  
2. Describe the fundamental attribution error.  Include who makes the error, what the error is, and what are some of the consequences of the error.

3. Describe the Stanford prison experiment.  Identify what social force is at work, and how it can be used to help people.

Extra Credit Essay Question (worth 5pts): (This will be on the test)
Describe how social influence affects us.  Make sure you identify if/why we are influenced.  Identify situations (positive and negative) where this influence is present.  Make sure you mention any experimental evidence to support your claims if there is any.
