1. List the two problems discussed in class that occur during problem solving.  Explain them (using information from the book) and then give examples.

2. One of the first theories of intelligence is that of ‘g’ intelligence.  Since then, there has been several other theories which say that there are at least three different ones.  What are the three, and how do they relate to the real world?
3. Language develops at an average rate of 3500 new words a year.
