1. Describe the use of language according to Vygotsky’s theory. Be sure to identify both reasons that children use language, both forms of speech, and when children will use the forms of speech.

2. Describe how to use Vygotsky’s theory in a classroom. While a diagram can be used, there must be a concise and correct description of the diagram.

3. Identify and explain the importance of the development of a theory of mind. Be sure to identify the age at which it will start to develop as well as making sure to identify what it is used for. Identify the disorder which is associated with a lack of theory of mind, and give reasons that it may occur earlier in some children than others.

4. Describe the influences of both parents and peers on gender identity as described by the social cognitive theory. Make sure to identify when, if at all, the rules regarding behavior can be broken or bent. In the peer section, make sure to identify the group composition, size, and type of interaction.

5. Mr. and Mrs. McDonald believe in the importance of stern discipline; they impose strict rules which they expect their children to obey without question.  They penalize misbehavior harshly, frequently with a spanking.  Mr. and Mrs. Reynolds use mild forms of punishment to enforce their rules.  They also have regular family meetings in which their children help them establish household rules and penalties for breaking them.  Mr. and Mrs. Baker do not believe in punishment, and often give into their children’s demands.  It has been several years that the family has done anything that the children disapprove of, and they often get a new toy every time they go to a store.  Identify the parenting styles of all three parents.  Chose one and describe possible advantages/disadvantages.
6. Identify Sternberg’s three types of intelligence. For each type, give the definition and then give what a student showing that intelligence would look like. Also, predict their achievement level in a traditional classroom.

7. Discuss drawbacks of the heritability estimate. Be sure to give the cutoff accepted by psychologists. Be sure to identify problems associated with the use of the estimate.
8. Identify the process through which Kohlberg believed that children changed their moral reasoning. Describe the level at which most adolescents (and most adults) operate at.  Be sure to identify a ‘classic’ response to the Hienz dilemma. 

9. Pick three peer statuses assigned to children and describe them. For full credit, information regarding characteristics of the child being judged must be incorporated into the answer.
