1. Compare and contrast male and female physical development during adolescence. Make sure to include approximate ages for the start and end of all physical changes.

2. Compare and contrast Piaget’s stage for adolescence with one of his other stages. Make sure to point out specific differences between the two stages, and include appropriate age ranges and titles for the stage.

3. Describe the Eriksonian view on identity. Be sure to identify any substages in the theory, and give a concise description of what a person in this stage will look like.

4. Compare and contrast at least two of the ten different identities that any given individual has. Use appropriate examples, and give at least one example of how the identities may come into conflict with each other.

5. Describe family influences on the formation of identity. Be sure to use examples from both a Western and Non-Western culture to illustrate how the family influences the formation of identity.

6. Compare and contrast cliques and crowds, and give appropriate examples of each. Be sure to link each with an adolescent (either through self esteem, identity, etc.).

7. Give at least two examples of a rite of passage (one which may be found in a tribal society and one found in a modern society). Compare and contrast the two, being sure to identify any key differences/similarities that may exist between the two.

8. Accurately describe the post-formal stage of cognitive development as presented in the textbook. In your answer, you must give the four characteristics of post-formal thought.
9. Compare and contrast the benefits of any two types of lifestyle choice often found in early adulthood. For full credit, accurately describe BOTH choices and list BOTH advantages and disadvantages found in the choice.
