In order to review effectively for the tests in this class, I have put together this sheet. There are a couple of important things to note about my tests:
1. Tests are 50 multiple choice/true false questions, with a short answer essay question. Each multiple choice question is worth 2 points, while the short answer essay question is worth 10 pts (5 points on the test).

2. My tests contain both definition and application questions – memorization without the ability to apply the knowledge will not help you succeed on these tests. You are expected to be able to apply the knowledge you have gained through the readings and through class lecture/discussion/questions. An example of an application question is:  
	Four year old James is refusing to wear the new pink shirt that his aunt has bought him.  Three year old Cynthia cradles her stuffed animals and pretends to feed them through a bottle.  These differences are best explained by what?

	A)
	Differences in the nurture of gender.*

	B)
	Differences in the nature of gender.

	C)
	Cultural differences.

	D)
	There is no reason for the differences.


Notice that the above question requires you to know the definitions of nature and nurture, as well as those differences seen between cultures.
3. While I strive to make each question as easy to read and understand as possible, it is possible that some questions may continue to be confusing/hard to understand what is being asked. Do not be afraid to ask for clarification on the tests.

4. During the test creation process, it is sometimes the case that I make a typo. If I do, I will make every effort to inform the class as to what version and number the typo occurs on, as well as the correct wording for the question. If you happen to find one that I have missed, please do not hesitate to quietly call my attention to it so that I may help out your fellow classmates.

5. I make two versions of each test, which are identical in every way except for question order. This is to prevent cheating to some degree. Please remember, that if you are caught cheating on a test, your test will be taken and you will receive a zero grade for the assignment.

6. I recommend marking your answer on the test packet as well as the Scantron sheet. I post the correct answers for the test for one week outside of my office. It is highly recommended that you take some time and mark the correct answers as you may see those questions again on the final.

7. Review sheets as well as possible essay questions will be posted on the class website one week before the test date. It is highly recommended that you start studying for the next test as soon as you have completed the current one. This will keep you from cramming at the last minute and allow you plenty of time to ask me questions that you may have regarding the material.

8. Review sheets will be comprehensive – they will contain everything that the test will cover. However, it is up to you to fill out the review – I will simply list topics that will be on the test as well as specifics that I may be looking for. It is up to you to fill in the rest.
